OVERWATER VILLAS

Overwater Villas measure 95 square meters (1,022 square feet) each, including a 30-square-
meter (323 square feet) terrace, and offer views of the lagoon and beach. Modern and luxurious,
they feature sleek, contemporary décor with traditional Polynesian design touches. They feature
a plush king-size bed (or twin beds on request) facing a large picture window that overlooks the
lagoon and beach.

Each villa also has a spacious living room with a glass coffee table that looks down onto the
pristine waters and tropical fish below.
